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Commonly it has been observed and heard how humans compare to apes but, something very interesting is that humans have several things in common with other animals. Different scientific investigations have been carried out that have that the genetic composition of dolphins' DNA is surprisingly similar to that of human beings. It is even said that: "Dolphins are closer to us like mammals than cows, horses or pigs, despite living in the water." Although they are mammals that live in water, they have more things in common with us than we imagine. Now, in addition to similar DNA, what more similarities do dolphins share with humans?

According to an analysis, 36 common common segments were identified between the genome of humans and dolphins. This means that 13 of the 22 chromosomes of dolphins are the same as the chromosomes in the DNA of humans. David Busbee of the University of Texas says: "The measure of genetic similarity was a real surprise to them." It has long been said that humans have a great resemblance to apes. The reality is that these are not only the only ones similar to us. We can see that dolphins although it seems weird have a certain resemblance to humans. An example of this may be that, like humans, they also have conflicts with each other and with others.

Not only genetically dolphins resemble humans, but they can also hold conversations. According to a study published in the journal "Mathematics and Physis," scientists have discovered what appears to be a type of language spoken in dolphins. This is because they were able to observe how two dolphins maintained a type of conversation through sound pulses. In addition, dolphins can also call each other. Through identifying whistles, this is another mode of communication between dolphins. Humans as we know, we also have a way to communicate, in our case we communicate verbally. Another way of communicating between dolphins is that mothers talk to their babies when they are in the womb. Humans also talk to their baby when they are in their belly. Dolphins, like humans, also tend to care for their creatures. In addition, these can also interact with each other and with humans.

In addition, dolphins have organs very similar to human beings. To make this claim, they captured 3 pink dolphins in the Amazon River. They performed different tests and discovered that his heart is equal to that of humans and that not only that, but also the coronary system and the division into 4 ventricles. There were also that platelets and white blood cells are similar to those of humans. The brain of this dolphin also has hemispheres and cavities. These have a variety of qualities and aspects similar to humans and most of these have been evidenced.
	
For these and many more reasons dolphins are quite similar to humans. Each of these examples shows how similar dolphins are to humans, many of these, such as DNA and organs, are strikingly similar. There are many animals that although we find incredible have similarities with humans. As I showed in this essay, although dolphins seem strange or weird, they seem more like us than we imagine. So, this variety of similarities share dolphins, and perhaps there may be more. This can serve as motivation or to arouse curiosity to continue investigating how similar animals are to humans.
